Topics
We are very excited to start studying our brand new school curriculum this year. Our core topics for this term are the Mayans (History), Teeth and the Digestive System (Science), English counties and significant cities (Geography), Hong Chung Zhang and Lucy Austin (Art), 3D structures (DT) and What is it like to follow God? (RE). 

Reading 
It is really important you try to read with your child at home as much as possible. Please try and hear your child read every day and record in their reading record when you have read with them. For our whole school reading challenge, we count all the reads that your child does with an adult in school and at home. In the Upper School, children are also allowed to write three self-reads in their records a day, if they are reading by themselves.

Reads will be counted at the end of each week and they gain different certificates for the number of reads they achieve throughout the school year. I will hear your child read as often as I can and move up their book bands when they are ready for the next challenge.


Spellings
Spellings will be given out at the beginning of term as well as a homework book for them to practice in. They will practice spellings daily in class but it is also really important they practice regularly at home. Spellings are tested on Friday mornings and children will be updated of their scores.

The children have to do List A during their spelling test, but doing List B is an optional choice. I usually recommend children only start looking at List B once they feel confident in doing List A.

Times Tables 
All children will have a login for TT Rockstars stuck in their reading records this week. It is a fun, interactive website to help them learn their timetables. I am able to set the correct timetables for your child and monitor usage to see who is regularly practicing. Timetables are a crucial part of maths. We do a times tables challenge on Fridays and awards are given when children pass a level. 

Year 4 children will have their Multiplication Tables Check in the Summer term which will check their understanding and times table knowledge. We will practice skills and reinforce this knowledge regularly in class but it also important children are practicing at home as often as they can.

Attendance
Attendance is monitored closely so please avoid taking holidays during term time, it would result in your child missing whole chunks of work and being fined by North Somerset. Please ensure the office is informed if your child is going to be absent for any reason.

Communication
I will always greet the children on the door and welcome them into class. If you have any questions or queries you are welcome to catch me then, after school or by sending an email to the school office. Any extra information can be found on the school website. Our first parent’s evening of the year is on October 15th or 17th. We also share pictures and updates of what the children do each week on our class blog on our class page on the school website.
