The First Man on the Moon.
Who was Neil Armstrong?
Neil Armstrong was a famous American astronaut who born on the 5th August 1930 in the state of Ohio in the United States of America. He received his pilot’s licence when he was only 16 years old although he couldn’t yet drive a car! In September 1962, he was accepted into NASA’s astronaut corps. He was to become the first man to walk on the moon!
Neil Armstrong’s Trip to the Moon
After months of practice and preparation, on the 16th July 1969, 38 years old Neil Armstrong set off in his space shuttle Apollo 11 from the Kennedy Space Centre in Florida. Four days, six hours and forty-five minutes later on the 20th July 1969 Neil Armstrong arrived on The Moon. Neil Armstong and fellow astronaut Buzz Aldrin used a Lunar Module called ‘The Eagle’ to land on the moon. NASA proudly stated ‘The Eagle has landed.’ 
Walking on the Moon
Over half a billion people watched as Neil Armstong set foot on the Moon and said the famous words ‘That’s one small step for man, one giant leap for mankind.’ He only walked about 60 meters on the moon and alongside his fellow astronaut Buzz Aldrin collected samples of moon rock and dust. One teaspoon of space dust sold for 1.4 million dollars. On July 24th 1969, Apollo 11 and it’s team landed back on Earth. The first successful mission to The Moon was complete. 
Later Life
After returning to Earth, Neil Armstrong retired from being an astronaut and became a professor, sharing his passion and expertise for space with others. He died on 25th August 2012, aged 82.
