Dear Mother, 
Today I had my court date. I was charged with violating “chapter 6, section 11 of the Montgomery City Code,” because I wouldn’t get up for the white man on the bus. They also added in an extra charge of being disorderly because I didn’t go quietly. I was found guilty and fined $10, plus $4 in court costs. My lawyers are filing an appeal. I will not give up. I am now arranging for all the black people in Montogomery to boycott the buses. I know this is going to cause chaos but we will stand up for our rights. A man called Martin Luther King Jr has been in contact and is backing my civil rights movement. To bring about change, i must not be afraid to take the first step. We will fail when we fail to try. I want to be remembered as a person who wanted to be free… so other people can also be free.
I am well and hope you are.
