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· Everyday Materials 

In this unit, children will explore how everyday materials can be used creatively in art and design. They will look at examples of artists who use collage, sculpture, and mixed media, discussing how ordinary objects and textures can be transformed into artworks. Pupils will experiment with a variety of materials such as paper, fabric, card, and recycled items, learning how to cut, join, layer, and arrange them to make their own pieces. Through these activities, children will develop practical making skills, explore texture and form, and gain confidence in using their imagination to create with the materials around them.
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Local Area Through the Ages-Revolution

In this unit, children will explore how people have communicated and travelled in the past compared to today, with a focus on the local area, including Bristol and Clevedon Pier. They will look at historical photographs, maps, and objects to discover how transport and communication have evolved, from boats, trains, and early vehicles to modern cars, buses, and digital technology. Pupils will discuss the reasons for these changes and the impact on people’s lives. They will also create their own timelines, drawings, and simple models to show how travel and communication have developed. Through these activities, children will build an understanding of local history, develop observation and sequencing skills, and begin to appreciate how technology and design shape everyday life.

Discipline: Drawing    Artist: Pablo Picasso
In this unit, children will explore the life and artwork of Pablo Picasso, focusing on how he used shapes, lines, and colours in imaginative and expressive ways. They will look at examples of his portraits and cubist drawings, discussing how he showed faces and objects from different viewpoints at once. Pupils will experiment with their own drawing techniques, using sketching, colouring, and collage to create portraits inspired by Picasso’s style. Through these activities, children will develop their confidence in mark-making, learn to notice details in artworks, and begin to express their own ideas creatively through drawing.
Discipline: Print   Artist: Jasper Johns
In this unit, children will learn about the artist Jasper Johns and explore how he used bold colours, numbers, letters, and everyday symbols in his artwork. They will look at examples of his prints and paintings, discussing how he repeated shapes and used layering to create striking images. Pupils will experiment with simple printmaking techniques such as stamping, rubbing, and mono-printing, using different textures and materials. Through these activities, children will build their understanding of pattern and repetition, practise making choices about colour and design, and gain confidence in expressing their own ideas through print.
DT: Structures: Bridges
In this unit, children will investigate how bridges are designed and built, exploring different types such as beam, arch, and suspension bridges. They will look at real-life examples and discuss how materials and shapes give strength and stability. Pupils will experiment with construction techniques using simple materials like card, paper, and wooden sticks, testing how structures can be joined and reinforced. They will then design and make their own model bridge, thinking carefully about purpose, strength, and appearance. Through these activities, children will develop their problem-solving and making skills, gain an understanding of basic engineering ideas, and learn how to evaluate and improve their designs.
