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Year 1- Place value, Addition/Subtraction, Length and Height, Mass and Volume 

Year 2- Money, Multiplication/Division, Length and Height, Mass, Capacity and Temperature 
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All Living things and Habitats
Children will understand that all living things are suited to the places where they live. They will learn to identify and name a variety of plants and animals, including those found in different habitats such as woodlands, oceans, and gardens. Children will explore how habitats provide basic needs like food, water, air, and shelter, and discover that animals have different structures that help them survive. The unit also introduces food chains, showing how living things depend on each other, and encourages pupils to treat the environment with care by understanding how habitats can change and how this can affect living things.

Plants
Children will learn about the basic structure and needs of plants. Children will identify and name common plants, including garden plants, wild plants, and trees, and learn about the parts of a plant such as roots, stems, leaves, and flowers. The unit explores what plants need to grow and stay healthy, including water, light, and warmth, and introduces simple investigations to observe plant growth over time. Children will also learn how plants change as they grow, developing skills in observation, recording, and caring for living things.
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Revolution-Significant People
As historians, children will be exploring how significant people from the past have changed our lives. 
Children will understand why a person is historically significant and be able to identify significant people such as Scientists (William Caxton and Sir Tim Berners-Lee), Explorers (Neil Armstrong and Matthew Henson), Activists (Emily Davidson and Rosa Parks) and Monarchs (Queen Elizabeth I and Queen Elizabeth II). They will sort significant people into groups according to what they did by asking questions, making and recording observations. They will spend time learning about key significant events that have happened in the past and think about how to order them from oldest to newest. 
Children will use timelines, artefacts and pictures to describe these different historic events. They will recognise that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did and be able to describe why significant people changed our lives today. 
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Environment - Weather Patterns
As geographers, children will be learning about hot and cold climates and the different seasons. Children will observe and describe daily weather changes such as temperature, rainfall, frost, snow, and wind, and learn to use simple weather vocabulary. They will explore how winter weather influences people, animals, and plants, including changes in clothing, activities, and habitats. The unit develops observation and recording skills through charts and discussions, while encouraging children to notice seasonal changes and understand how to stay safe and prepared during winter.

Place – South-West Regions 
Children will learn about the South-West of England as a specific region. Children identify the South-West on a map and explore its key physical and human features, such as coastlines, countryside, cities, and landmarks. They will learn about different types of settlements, local industries, and how the region compares to where they live. The unit develops basic map skills, including using simple symbols and directional language, and encourages pupils to understand that regions have distinctive characteristics that make them unique.


	Art and DT

Mark Rothko-Painting
Mark Rothko introduces pupils to abstract art and the expressive use of colour. Children will explore how colours can be layered, blended, and contrasted to create mood and feeling rather than detailed pictures. Inspired by Rothko’s large colour-field paintings, children will experiment with paint to create simple abstract artworks, focusing on shape, scale, and colour choice. The unit encourages children to talk about how art makes them feel, develop confidence in making creative choices, and understand that art can express emotions and ideas in many different ways.

Mathias Jung-Collage
This unit introduces children to creating images using layered materials and mixed media. Children explore cutting, tearing, and arranging papers, textures, and shapes to build expressive collaged artworks, often inspired by animals and imaginative scenes. The unit encourages experimentation with composition, colour, and texture, while developing fine motor skills and creative confidence. Children also learn to talk about their own work and the work of others, understanding how artists use collage to tell stories and create visual interest.

Nutrition – Two-Way Change of State 
Children will understand how food ingredients can change through heating and cooling. Children explore how materials such as chocolate, butter, or ice melt when heated and solidify again when cooled, linking simple science ideas to food preparation. They will learn about basic nutrition and the importance of a balanced diet while designing and making simple food products. The unit develops practical skills such as measuring, mixing, and safely using tools, and encourages pupils to evaluate their food based on taste, texture, and appearance.
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Primary Sports

· Dance
· Gymnastics

These units help Children develop movement, coordination, and physical confidence through creative dance and gymnastics activities. In dance, children explore rhythm, expression, and storytelling through movement, using space, levels, and dynamics to convey ideas. In gymnastics, they learn to perform balances, jumps, rolls, and sequences safely, developing strength, flexibility, and control. The units encourages teamwork, creativity, and self-expression while building fundamental physical skills and body awareness.
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Habitat Hunt – Explore the school grounds or a local park to identify plants, animals, and microhabitats, linking to Living Things and Their Habitats and Plants.
Weather Watch – Keep a daily outdoor weather diary, noting temperature, rainfall, wind, or frost, connecting to Seasons – Daily Winter Weather Patterns.
Nature Collage – Collect leaves, twigs, petals, and other natural materials to create collages, Collage – Mathias Jung and creative expression.

Goal Obstacle Course – Set up a simple challenge outdoors where pupils work together to 
achieve a target, reflecting themes from Dreams and Goals.
Outdoor Observation Sketching – Observe natural features, weather, or animals.

Understanding Christianity: 

AMV22-How Should We Live Our Life?- Judaism 
This unit introduces children to Jewish beliefs about how to live a good life. Children learn about the importance of following rules and values such as kindness, fairness, and helping others, using stories from the Torah. They explore how Jewish people show care for others in everyday life and are encouraged to reflect on their own choices and how they treat others. 

1.5 Salvation Why does Easter matter to Christians?
This unit helps children understand why Easter is important to Christians. Children learn about the Easter story, including Jesus’ death and resurrection, and what Christians believe this means for forgiveness, hope, and new life. The unit encourages children to think about themes of love, sacrifice, and new beginnings, and how these ideas influence Christian beliefs and celebrations. 

Cultural Diversity

·   World Music in Nature – Use outdoor space to explore traditional instruments, songs, or rhythms from different cultures. 
·   Global Art Trail – Create outdoor art inspired by patterns, colours, or symbols from different cultures, e.g., Aboriginal dot art, African patterns, or Japanese prints.
·  Cultural Games Outdoors – Play traditional games from around the world in the playground or field, encouraging teamwork and understanding of different cultural practices.
·   International Food – Grow or observe plants used in different cuisines around the world, linking food, culture, and environment. Pupils can discuss how plants connect to people and traditions globally.
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Charanga units
Exploring Sounds
This unit introduces children to different types of sounds and how they can be made using voices, instruments, and everyday objects. Children learn to listen carefully, experiment with pitch, volume, and duration, and begin to describe what they hear. 

Recognising Different Sounds
In this unit, children develop their listening skills by identifying and distinguishing between a variety of sounds. They explore how sounds can be high or low, loud or quiet, and long or short, and learn to respond to sounds through movement, discussion, and simple musical activities. 
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Presentation Skills
This unit teaches children how to create and present information using digital tools. Children learn to combine text, images, and simple formatting to make clear and engaging presentations. The unit also introduces basic skills in organizing content, improving slides, and sharing their work with others.

Programming Turtles
In this unit, children are introduced to basic programming concepts using turtle graphics. They learn to give precise instructions to control the movement of a “turtle” on the screen, creating shapes, patterns, and simple designs. The unit develops logical thinking, problem-solving skills, and confidence in using coding commands.

Dreams and Goals
This unit helps pupils think about their hopes, dreams, and personal goals. Children learn to set realistic targets, work well with others, and celebrate achievements. They also explore how to overcome challenges and stay motivated when things are difficult, building confidence and resilience.

Healthy Me
This unit focuses on physical and emotional health. Children learn about making healthy choices, such as eating well, being active, and practicing good hygiene. They also explore feelings, self-care, and strategies to stay safe and happy, helping them understand how to take care of their bodies and minds.
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
